Walking
Sliabh Beagh is an area of upland heathland, 
blanket bog and outstanding natural beauty 
that transcends counties Monaghan, 
Fermanagh and Tyrone.

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Armagh Observatory and 
Planetarium
Armagh Planetarium is the longest running 
planetarium in the British Isles and was 
opened in 1968. An icon of the space age 
when inaugurated, the 12m diameter 
Dome has witnessed the development of 
planetarium technology over the past half 
century. Initially equipped with a starball 
Goto projector, Armagh then pioneered the 
introduction of the video revolution into 
planetaria in the 1970’s. Today, Armagh 
Planetarium is equipped with a state-of-the 
art digital projector system providing an 
immersive experience under the full dome. 
The Observatory opened in 1790 and inside 
it there are four generations of historic 
telescopes that remain in their original 
settings, as well as one modern telescope 
still used today. There are a number of 
exhibitions that take place throughout the 
year and the Legendary Telescopes Tour is 
the special guided tour of the Observatory 
and its Grubb 10″ and Calver 18″ telescopes.
